Located next to the Mississippi
River, Ride On St. Louis was
flooded and heavily damaged in
late December. Volunteers from

program back in business. Summit
Electric is managing the repairs.
Ride On St. Louis has nine horses
that are used hy about 70 disabled
people and veterans for therapy.
